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Abstract

Title - Community Participation Process on Environmental Management Plans for Sustainable
Tourism of Kaengsapue Piboonmangsahan, Ubon Ratchathani Province

This research aims to study community participation process and organize environmental
management plans for sustainable tourism in Kaengsapue, Amphur Phibunmangsahan in Ubon
Ratchathani Province by focusing on community participation in sustainable tourism development.
Both qualitative and quantitative methods were used. One hundred and sixty two questionnatres on
tourists’ satisfaction in Kaengsapue tourism were collected and used in focus groups which met SiX
times. There were also two community forums held with two hundred and eighteen, both villagers
and their government representatives in order to gather information related to the past, present and
future of Kaengsapue; and to encourage community members to express their opintons and needs for
the purpose of creating tourism management plans for Kaengsapue. The findings revealed that
activities in the research procedure emphasizing on community participation in information sharing,
exchange of opinions, and decision-making allowed the community to develop four plans and six
environmental management projects to be launched in Kaengsapue in Amphur Phibunmangsahan,

Ubon Ratchathant Province.
