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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate (l) the participation tevels in devetoping Jukan Rapirl
tourism attraction in Srimuangmai distdct in the province of Ubon Ratchathani, (2) key factors
influencing the community participation, and (3) the participation guideiines of the community.in
Jukan Rapid tocated in Ban Jukan, Moo 4 Kamtai sub-district in gimuangmai district in Ubon
Ratchathani. Actuatly, in Ban Jukan, there were 522 peopte inctuding its vittagers and officers
uorking in ?Gmtai Subdistrict Administrative Oganization. Hou€ver, a totat of 226 sample
representatives u€re setected, by a probabitity sampting with simpte random sampling technique.
A ctosedended survey questionnaires and focus group were employed for data cottection. ln
addition, Descriptive statistics such as frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, SryOT
anatysis, and TOWS matrix were apptied for data anatysis. The findings found in this study rarere

demonstrated as fottows:

(1) The vittagers, tiving near Jukan RapirJ, had participated in Jukan Rapid clevetopment
in ercminaiion of causes and problems, devetopment ptanning, ptanning
imptemertation, monitoring and evaluation. These participation in these activiths
were found to a medium tevet as a wtrote with the aveftge at 3.05. This was due to
their timited time and severat routine jobs. The remainrng causes inctuded the tack
of sufficient provision the vitlagers with pubtic retations actMties, participation
actMties. and reatization of the significance in participation of the raptu
devetopment.

(2) The key factors influencing the participation guidetine of Jukan Rapid devetopment
included internat and externat factors: awareness of deterioration of tourist
attractions, needs of prestige, economic motives, social status, support from the
government, and persuasion from the government officerszMttage teaderVvittage
commiftee, and receiving of community tourism information. The perspectives
conceming these factors v\€re found to be at a medium tevet with the average at
3.08. This was resutted from the viltagers reatized that there shoutd be an
understanding of absotute probtem conditions in the region and the participation
coutd tead to prestige and admiration in the society.

(3) The appropriate partacipation guidetines were (l) campaign management regarding
community partacapation throughout the area, (2) anangement of pubtic retations
actMties, and (3) management of tourism rtMties consistent with the
environrnental conditions.
