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Abstract

Sub-program 4: Multimedia Design for Architectural Heritage Tourism Interpre-
tation a case study of Wat Mahathad Ayudhaya

The purpose of each sub-topic aims differently. That is, some topics aim to
figure out deep knowledge in terms of academic purposes while some topics aim to
provide the findings which can be applicable for tourism.

It was found and suggested from the study that there should be cultural route
for both tourism and historical studies of the main land of Southeast Asia through the
World Heritage sites and the nominated ones in the Tentative List. This can connect
the sites which are located along the borders of many countries, such as Cambodia,
Lao PDR, Malaysia, and Myanmar. This will not only help generate income from
tourism, but also stimulate learning and understanding the history of the related areas
and countries, which can, moreover, lead to holistic development.

In addition, there is also the study of cultural heritage sites in Thailand, which
are Ayutthaya and Sukhothai, by integrating related sciences, such as history,
archaeology, geography, architecture, and mass communication. It was found from the
study that interpretation tools should be prepared for tourism, especially on the
Internet as it is the channel which can spread information most effectively. It can
motivate learning process and interest in architecture, especially the archaeological
sites. Quality of tourism can also be raised, while types of value of architectural
heritage sites can be perceived. This can, hopefully, lead to the conservation and

sustainable development in a long term.
