Executive Summary

International Meetings

Between 1994-1995, there has been an increase of 25% in the number of
international meetings held in Thailand ; from 793 events in 1994 to 994 events in
1995.

Bangkok and Phuket have the same proportion as 41 % to hold meetings, followed
by Pattaya (6%), Chiengmai (3%). Hence, despite traffic congestion in Bangkok,
the city still remains the center for international meetingd because of good, adequate
facilities and well-trained personnels.

A significant proportion of international meetings were Management (22%). The
rest were Technology and Commerce (11% and 10% in order). Travel & Tourism
has a proportion of 7%.

The Majority of international meetings conducted in 1995 were between 4-5 days
in duration (average 4.5 days).

The Majority of meetings (51%) were still of smaller size, with less than 50
participants, followed by less than 100 participants (26 %).

A large proportion of overseas participants were from Thailand's neighboring
countries such as Singapore, Japan, Hong Kong and Australia, Americans still
remained very active participants.

A survey of meeting attendants shows that the majority of attendants were male
(80%), aged 31-60 years and nearly half of them were Professional/Freelance
(44%), followed by Manager/Administrator (19%) and Government/State
Enterprise officer (15%).

Partmpants attended the meetings for 5 days (average) in duration but they stayed
in Thailand for about 8 days (average).

The majority of participants (52%) travelled alone to attend the meectings but some
groups travelled with more than 3 accompanying persons (35 %).

The majority of overseas participants (56%) have visited Thailand before.

From this survey, over 50% had their trip fully paid by the companies which
sponsored such meetings. The total average expense for each participant about
$222.58 per day (5565 Baht).

According to the estimates, there were a total of 69,477 foreigners attending
meetings in Thailand in 1995. Working on their average length of total stay of 8.3
days, their total expenditure was about $128 (3,209 million baht) in 1995. This was
the minimum amount of foreign exchange Thailand would have earmed from
international meetings in 1995.

Trend of international meetings being held in Thailand were enlarged about 19 %.

Incentive Travel

Between 1994-1995, there has been a 5% increase in the number of incentive travel
reported to come to Thailand from 107,115 persons in 1994 to 112,062 persons in
1995.

The majority of incentive travel groups came from Japan (28 %), followed by Italy
(12%), Malaysia (9%), USA (6%) and Singapore (5%).

A large number of incentive groups were sponsored by Household products,
Electronics and electrical appliances, Heavy industries and construction, Insurance
and assurance, Automobile and accessories, all of them have the same proportion
about 8%.

A total of 77% of the incentive groups travelled with less then 50 persons (about
1 bus-loads).

The incentive travel groups stayed in Thailand between 5-6 days.

A survey of incentive travel shows that the majority of travellers were male (82 %),
aged was not 50 years. Most of them have age between 31-40 years (32%). They
were Executive offices (26%), General staff and Professional (19%).

The majority of incentive groups still travelled alone (83 %) and they visited to
Thailand before (65%).
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Between 1994-1995, there was an increase of 11% in number of international
exhibitions held in Thailand in 1995; from 63 events in 1994 to 70 events in
1995.

International exhibitions are the most often held, wherein Manufacturing
represents (21 %), followed by Technology (16%).

The majority of international exhibitions were most often held in May and October,
which has the same proportion 21%.

The majority of international exhibitions conducted in 1995 were 4 days (4.2 days).

Between 1994-1995, there has been about 5% increase in the number of visitors
from 425,410 persons in 1994 to 445,000 persons in 1995,

Trend of international exhibitions being held in Thailand were enlarged about
21-28%.
