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 The purpose of this research is 1. To establish Tourism Information 

Bank in 19 provinces on the Northeastern of Thailand 2. To develop Package Tour 

Program as a new alternative responding the need of vary tourism behavior in 19 

provinces on the Northeastern of Thailand and 3. To establish a network between 

Tourism Researcher and Tourism Business Sector in 19 provinces on the Northeastern 

of Thailand. 

There are 4 population group used in this research, which are 1. Tourist 2. 

Director of Tourism, Sport and Recreation. Information is collected with specific 

random sample using questionnaire. The results are made by analyzing frequency and 

percentage information with social research computer program then explain in writing. 

3. Tourist guide and 4. Tour operation. The research method is using questionnaire 

with Tourist, Director of Tourism, Sport, and Recreation, Tour operation. Analyzing 

frequency and find percentage by using social research computer program then 

explain in writing. 

The results of the research are as followed; 
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The result of tourism situations study in 19 provinces on the Northeastern of 

Thailand. As the situation of tourism in 19 provinces on the Northeastern of Thailand in 

the year 2006 concluded the number of visitor and income (million bath) shown that 

Nakhon Ratchasima Province (Nai Muang, Wang Nam Khaew, Pak Chong) has the 

highest number of visitor both local and foreigner. The 2nd and the 3rd is Khon Kaen 

and Udorn Thani. There are 3 provinces that have more then 1 million visitors both 

local and international which are Ubon Ratchathani (4th), Nong Khai (5th), and 

Chaiyaphum (6th). There are 8 provinces that have more then 500,000 visitors both 

local and international which are Mukdaharn, Buriram, Loei, Surin, Sakonnakorn, 

Sisaket, Roi et, and Nakon phanom subsequently. The provinces that have less than 

500,000 visitors both local and international are Mahasarakam, Karasin Yasoton 

Ngongbua lampu and Amnatcharoen, Amnatcharoen has the least number of visitor. 

The result of Package Tour Program study that suitable for travel in 19 

provinces on the Northeastern of Thailand 

1. Package Tour Program for Independent traveler include 3 nature routes 

which are 1. Loei’s one-day. 2. Nakhon Ratchasima’s two-day and 3. Ubon 

Ratchathani’s two-day. 3 cultural routes which are 1. Nakonpanom’s two-day. 2. Srisa 

ket ‘s three-day And 3. Mukdahan Ubon Ratchatani and Srisaket ’s three-day. 3 mix 

route which are 1. Ubon Ratchatani ’s one- day. 2.Ubon Ratchatani’s two-day and 3. 

Lei’s three-day. 

2. Package Tour Program for group tour include 3 nature routes which are 1. 

Nakhon Ratchasima’s one-day .2. Lei’s three-day and 3. Chaiyaphum ‘s three-day. 3 

cultural routes which are 1. Srisaket’s three-day. 2. Karasin Nakonpanom and 

Sakonnakon ‘s one-day And 3. Ubon Ratchatani  Amnatcharoen  Yasoton’ s one-day. 3 

mix route which are 1. Mukdahan ’s two- day. 2. Mukdahan Nakonpanom Ubon 

Ratchatani and Srisaket ’s three-day. And 3. Nong Kai Udontani Veintien’s three-day. 

The result of the networking research between tourism researcher and tourism 

business sector in 19 provinces on the Northeastern of Thailand guided us to establish
