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Abstract

Huay Nam Rin Village is a community of Hmong tribe and three Karen house
holds. There are some nearby Khon Muang Villages, Karen Villages, elephant camps and
rafting camps. These places are eco-tourism area. There are estimated 50— 100 tourists visit
Huay Nam Rin a day. Therefore, the research project entitled “Eco-Tourism Management
by the Community of Huay Nam Rin Village Mae Wang District Chiang Mai

Province.” was set up,

The objectives of the project are to develop the people, the community organizations,
To study and preseve tribal culture and tribal wisdom. To develop the form of eco-
tourism management by the local people. 1t is also to encourage the local people to

manage the eco-tourisms by themselve.

The research is Participatory Action Research — PAR. Data was collected by indepth

interview group process and documentary study.

Results of the research are the Hmong history, history, geography, population,
education, production calendar, local life style and understanding in eco-tourisms of the

people in Huay Nam Rin Village.

The research activities are also studied the Hmong folk tales, music, song,

proverbs and some important medicinal plants.

The results of the devepment are to establish 4 groups of the local organizations,
Local Culture Center and Home Stay Group, Community Forestry Group, Silver

Handicraft Group and Wooden Handicraft Group.

The last activity was Hmong New Year Festival in December, 24 , 2003. The
participants were estimated to be 700 people, the Hmong from the other six villages, tourists

and government agencies officers.

The suggestions of the research are as follow:
1. Register the Huay Nam Rin Village to be legal village
2. Construct water supply by government organization

3. Conduct further research concerning the resources, water and forest, management.
